It is indeed a special moment for me to get awarded with the degree certificate of Master of
Arts in Philosophy from IGNOU. Although I had enrolled myself for the 37th convocation of IGNOU
which was held on 20th Feb 2024; I could not join there, due to official engagements. After the
convocation was concluded, I got my degree certificate from Dr Abhilash Nayak, Director Regional
Centre, Patna another day. I am extremely grateful for his kind courtesy.

The journey of life is the journey of new learning. Everyday nature presents opportunities for us to learn
new things and be better than what we have been. If the process of learning is collaborated with the channel of
formal education, it results not only in the value addition but also in the award of degree. IGNOU offers such
platform for an individual to learn, grow and get the degree of his choice in recognition of compeleting study
curriculum.

For me, the journey of two years with IGNOU for Master of Arts in Philosophy has been enriching experience.
While serving in the Government of Bihar, the place of work keeps changing due to transfers and therefore it is
difficult to predict to be at a place for long duration. However, when I got the opportunity to be posted in Patna (as
Officer on Special Duty in Chief Minister Secretariat), I found it opportune time to get enrolled with IGNOU for
higher studies along with the discharge of professional obligations. Having graduated in Engineering and thereafter
having worked in the field of corporate sector and public service, my interest developed in the subject of philosophy.
I chose the course of Master of Arts in Philosophy and enrolled myself in July 2021.

Philosophy is an important branch of human knowledge. It is love for wisdom. It is the search for comprehensive
view of nature. It aims to find the cause of causes. It is an effort to understand the world holistically and systematically.
On the basis of logical argument, it explores the ultimate reality i.e. metaphysics, the methodology to know about
reality i.e. epistemology, It tries to find out as to what constitutes good life i.e. ethics and what is meaning of life
i.e. aesthetics. The study of Masters Degree requires both span and depth. For this, the study material provided by
IGNOU is of great help. The study material is a comprehensive compilation of the course.

During the course, I got the opportunity to study Indian and Western philosophy in detail. The syllabus of
Indian philosophy offers an in-depth analytical insight of orthodox schools of philosophy namely Sankhya, Yoga,
Nyaya, Vaisheshika, Mimansa and Vedanta; and heterodox schools of philosophy namely Jainism and Buddhism.
